The FAA continues to maintain that 

it plans to announce a final rule by 

the end of the calendar year, followed by an implementation period  

that could take up to three years. 

AMA continues to work closely with the FAA on the safety test.  

This test should be out for public comment by the end of the calendar year. 

You are now eligible to renew your registration 

within 180 days of your expiration date. To renew your registration, 

visit FAADroneZone.faa.gov.  Your registration is good for three 

years and costs $5. Please be aware of FAA scam sites charging more 

than $5.
